2. The desperate perl hacker can write a parser in a weekend

3. Readers can display information the way they want to see it

4. Replaces proprietary extensions to HTML

5. Media-independent publishing

6. Better style sheets than CSS

7. Enable electronic commerce

8. Better linking than <a href="...">
9. Focus on information rather than presentation

10. Add semantics to the web through metadata
